Affairs/improvements:

Various committees consisting of faculty members are formed for improvement of academics.
They are also actively involved for institutional reforms, research, development and consultancy,
Industry-Institute Interaction, procurement, library, staff development, etc. Appraisal schemes
like self-appraisal and students feed back are effectively utilized for performance improvements.
Based on feed back, advisory committee initiates the necessary action.

Students are actively involved in social and cultural activities, organization of technical events like
“Impetus & Concepts”, professional activities like IEEE Students’ Chapter, etc. Constructive
suggestions from the students and the representatives are considered for implementation.

IV-VI Mechanism/Norms & Procedure for democratic/good Governance:

Every Saturday there is a meeting of Principal with the Management and the regular
issues and future plans are discussed. Principal conducts regular meetings with the
Heads of Departments every week on Friday. Heads of the Departments, in turn, conduct
regular meetings of their teaching and non-teaching staff members. The Principal also
conducts meetings with all the staff members every semester. Thus, there is regular
interaction and exchange of ideas between the staff and the Management.

There is a Student Welfare Committee headed by faculty in charge. There is one class
representative for each class, who in turn select the University Representative and the
Ladies’ Representative. Various activities are conducted under Student Chapters of
various International professional bodies, thus observing democratic / good governance.
